The Whitpain Township Historic and Significant Tree registry seeks to recognize the largest tree 

of each specie within Whitpain Township as well as trees of historic significance and unique 

characteristics.  The registry also recognizes significant groups or groves of trees that offer 

unique characteristics as a result of their groupings. 

Submitting Your Tree for Consideration 

The Whitpain Township Shade Tree Commission asks residents to submit potential tree 

candidates for the Tree Registry by completing the Historic and Significant Tree Registry Form.  

The Whitpain Township STC will review each candidate for consideration to be recognized as a 

Historic or Significant Tree in Whitpain Township.
